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Happily, the big heat has finally 
passed, and in that spirit, this will be 
very light!  

For the record, I spent a good part 
of the last two weeks in July, in Cali-
fornia, on or near Route One, south of 
Carmel and Monterey, in Big Sur on 
the edge of the Pacific,  with the tem-
perature rarely breaking 80 degrees. 
Big Sur includes that stretch of road 
that begins just south of Carmel, with 
the road sign that says “winding twist-
ing curves for next 74 miles.”  

 On my return, I stopped at the 
Bixby Bridge, a great landmark built 
during the Thirties. 

Frequently obscured by fog, it was 
totally clear this day, and I took dozens 
of photos until my memory card was 
filled. It turned out to be a great learn-
ing experience, one that I wish to share:  
·  I carefully positioned myself, so 

that the power cable that cut right 
through my view, could be easily 
cloned out using Photoshop.I must 
tell you how good I felt that I was 
conscious of that as I composed 
my photos....until I heard a call 
from a fellow photographer about 
30 feet to my left, alerting me to 
the fact that the offending cable 
was far above my head where she 
was, and not in the view at all.  

·  As always, I travel with spare 
memory cards and batteries, all

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Traveling L ight

August 4, 2006 
 

Mid-March is a good time to leave the North-
east for warmer climes. It is an ideal time to visit the 
Deep South where spring is in full swing. Yearning 
to exchange coats for sweaters, my daughter, Re-
becca, and I decided to go to Charleston, SC and 
Savannah, GA for a short visit during her 2006 
college spring break. 

Visions of moss-draped oaks, antebellum man-
sions and planta-
tions, tree-lined 
cobblestone streets, 
horse-drawn car-
riages, Confederate 
jasmine and mag-
nolias danced in 
our heads as we 
packed. Scenes 
from Gone With 
the Wind played 
over and over in 
our minds. We 
were certainly 
looking forward to 
visiting Coastal 
South Carolina, 
one of the wealthi-
est plantation areas 
in antebellum times. My daughter’s only request 
was:  try not to take so many pictures that we miss 
the sights. That meant snapshot pictures only with 
one camera and one lens, something that I could 
carry around in a purse.  Following that mandate, I 
took only my Canon EOS 20D with a 28-135mm IS 
lens. A polarizing filter and my Epson 2000 for 
viewing and storage were the only accessories. I 
was traveling “camera light”  for this trip. 

After a short two-hour flight, we landed at 
Charleston airport, rented a car, and headed south to 
Savannah where we were staying for the first part of 
our adventure. The day was warm, the sky cerulean 
blue. We opened the car windows so that we could 
smell the green. Bird song was everywhere. It was a 
perfect day. 

We decided to take a short detour and visit 
Beaufor t (pronounced BYOO-fert), a sleepy, quiet 
town where The Big Chill, The Great Santini, and 
Forrest Gump were filmed. One of our guide books 
described it as “a quiet, romantic poem of a town, a 
town best absorbed rather than done.”  And so it 
was. Strolling around the quiet, tree shaded streets 
of the historic district was like taking a walk back in 
time (1840s). 

We arrived in Savannah late afternoon, located 
the B & B where we were staying for the next sev-
eral days, parked the car and our bags, and went for 
a walk. The weather was in the low 80s (warm even 
for Savannah that time of year), the azaleas were 
just beginning to bloom, and magnolia blooms 
scented the air. It was nice to be in spring. 

Savannah, founded in 1733, was the first 
English settlement in Georgia. It may best be known 
as the City spared by General Sherman during his 
March to the Sea (He gave it to President Lincoln as 
a Christmas gift.), and the City of eccentric charac-
ters as described in “The Book,”  John Berendt’s 
best selling work, “Midnight in the Garden of Good 
and Evil.”  

It is laid out in a grid-like pattern of streets, 
with houses and public buildings surrounding 21 

one-acre landscaped squares. With more than 800 of 
its eleven hundred historic homes restored and 
painted in their original colors (pinks, reds, greens, 
blues), it is the largest urban National Historic 
Landmark District in the country. It is most defi-
nitely a City to be walked. 

Our favorite things to do in Savannah in-
cluded: a tour of the Mercer House (of Johnny Mer-
cer songwriting fame), taking the self-guided Mid-
night in the Garden of Good and Evil walking tour,  
strolling the streets and squares of the Historic Dis-
trict, checking out the twenty-acre Forsyth Park with 
its fabulous fountain (See cover photo.), and the 
enormous Victorian mansions surrounding the park, 
walking along the Savannah River and paying a visit 
to the Waving Girl statue. The restaurants were ex-
cellent. We especially liked Mrs. Wilkes Dining 
Room for its authentic family style southern food.  
The biscuits were the best I’ve ever eaten. This time 
around we did not make it to the Bonaventure 
Cemetery, which I would have liked to visit. That’s 
one for next time, I guess. 

On our way out of Savannah, my daughter 
wanted to see Tybee, Savannah’s beach. This iso-
lated Island is only a twenty-minute drive from 
Savannah. The beach provided a pleasant respite 
from the City. We visited the Tybee Lighthouse (see 
photo) and Museum. We ate at the “must visit”  Crab 
Shack with its incredibly fresh seafood and well 
stocked gator pond (see photo). 

The drive to Charleston was uneventful. I was 
hoping to stop and 
visit the Savannah 
National Wildlife 
Refuge (over 
twenty-six thousand 
acres set aside as a 
sanctuary for migra-
tory birds and other 
low-country crea-
tures) for some 
wildlife viewing on 
the way to Charles-
ton. But this was not 
to be, as I could 
never quite find the 
turn-off. 
Char leston is some-
times referred to as 
Savannah’s sister 

City. While Savannah is the light-hearted, party-all-
night sister, Charleston is the older, primmer, more 
serious sister. Although smaller than Savannah, 
Charleston is older, and it certainly conforms to 
most people’s romantic notions of antebellum life: 
stately homes—from pre-revolutionary to late 
1800s—cobblestone streets, horse-drawn carriages, 
jasmine and wisteria scenting the air. The entire 
historic district seems to be one lush, gorgeous 
garden with good restaurants and lively bars. For 
history buffs, Charleston is known not only as the 
place where the first shots of the Civil War were 

fired (Ft. Sumter), but also as the site of some of the 
first Revolutionary War battles.  It was the largest 
18th-century town south of Philadelphia, and was 
one of the busiest ports on the eastern seaboard. 

Our favorite things to do in Charleston in-
cluded a walking tour of the historic district, walk-
ing along the Battery to ogle the enormous antebel-

lum mansions, a visit to Fort Sumter, sampling the 
local fare, i.e., she-crab soup, shrimp ’n grits, red 
rice, and, of course, a visit to the outlying planta-
tions along the Ashley River. Drayton Hall (see 
photo), built in 1738, is one of the finest examples 
of early Georgian architecture in the U.S. It is the 
only authentic Colonial structure along the Ashley 
River to survive Shermanization. Do not expect fur-
nishings here, there are none. This makes it easier to 
appreciate the architecture, moldings and flooring. 
(see photo). Middleton Place is probably best known 
for its remarkable formal gardens. This plantation 
holds the nation’s oldest landscaped gardens, begun 
back in 1740. The third plantation, Magnolia, is best 
known for its informal gardens which were planted 
in 1840 and opened to the public in 1870 in order to 
pay for their upkeep. While Middleton’s gardens are 
best visited in spring (see photo), Magnolia’s gar-
dens offer three seasons of interest. Most exciting 
for me, and unexpected, was the 60-acre Audubon 
Swamp Garden adjacent to Magnolia. (John J. 
Audubon wandered here with sketchbook in hand as 
a guest of the Drayton’s.) A mile long boardwalk 
built just above water level traverses part of the 

swamp.  It took me through the swamp and around 
an egret/heron rookery. While there, I was able to 
observe Great Blue Herons, Great Egrets, Cormo-
rants, Black-crowned Night Herons courting, nest 
building and incubating. There were also many 
alligators. I was a bit unsure after reading the sign 
(see photo), but I noticed many ramps built in the 
swamp for the resident alligators to rest upon.  And 
there were many resting. I was kicking myself 
thinking about all the great shots I was missing 
without my 100-400mm and 600mm lens. Oh, well,
