YPOTLISNTY ON MANY RN

was born in Athens Greece and
came to this country in 1967. My
interest in photography began as a
hobby around 1944 when |
bought a used folding camera from an
American sailor in Athens. At the be-
ginning, my camera was just an instru-
ment to record my activities with
friends, then | started reading many
“how to” books on the subject, and
soon photography became my passion.
Even though | have a background in
electronics, photography became so
much of a passion that | decided to go
for it as a professional.

Around 1963, | began working profes-
sionally part time; at the same time |
was working shifts as a radar trouble-
shooter. When | came to this country in

1967, | studied at the New York Insti-
tute of Photography. In those days, the
school had classes on 33d Street in
Manhattan. Today, however, it is a
distance-education school. Elinor, my
wife, serves as one of their instructors.
For about two years, | studied portrai-
ture, commercial photography, color
photography, and darkroom. To sup-
port myself, | had a part-time job at the
school as the supply room manager.

Around 1972 | became a photographer
full time. In the beginning, | worked for
a prom company shooting proms every
Thursday and Friday night in May and
June.

| also found work with a company that
specialized in making pictures for bal-
let-schools. On Saturdays | held the
second light for a local wedding pho-
tographer from whom | learned a lot
about shooting weddings.

In the early seventies | joined the West-

chester Professional Photographers
Association, where | learned more
about wedding photography. | also
served as their president for two terms.
Advertising photography came later,
when an advertising executive saw
some of my photographs in one of my
landscape exhibits and asked me to
work for him as a freelancer. That in-
cluded a lot of traveling and schlepping
of heavy equipment. But it put me it
contact with many corporations, among
them the importer of Bronica cameras.
For a few years | produced their adver-
tising photographs. Eventually | left the
prom business and began shooting
weddings and bar mitzvahs, ballet
schools, and advertising photography
for myself , working many hours a day
(and night). In Hawthorn | had a studio
with a rather elaborate lighting setup
and a 4x5 Linhof camera set. Wedding

photography brought me as far as San

Francisco, and advertising photography

as far as Chicago and other large cities
in the USA. My advertising and indus-
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trial photography was mainly published
in trade magazines, brochures, and an-
nual reports. Eventually, my ballet
school business grew to about twenty
schools, so in the late eighties, when
the video business started flourishing, |
decided to take a piece of that pie for
myself. It was not difficult to get some
of my ballet schools to let me videotape
their end-of-the-school-year recitals.
Eventually, | wrote a book on how to
make money photographing and video-
taping ballet schools. | also started
videotaping weddings. For that, | hired
another professional to do the photog-
raphy while | was doing the video.

In the early nineties | joined WPS. It is

there | had the luck to meet Elinor. The
club became an outlet for my creative
photography. At WPS | received appre-
ciation for, and feedback on the photo-
graphs | was taking for pleasure. Expo-
sure to the fine photography of many of
the other members inspired me and
made me realize that | still had a long
way to go. | also met some wonderful
people with whom | developed close
friendships.

| stopped shooting weddings in 2002
after my first heart problem. Shooting
weddings and bar mitzvahs was very
enjoyable for me, but also very stress-
ful.

| also gave up advertising photography.
Until this year, | shot only ballet
schools, and | decided that this would
